“ENVIRONMENT AND DEVELOPMENT FOR THE GLOBAL SOUTH”, is the theme of the 6th International Forum of Information for the Safeguarding of Nature, organized by Greenaccord.  The forum will take from 25 to 28 November in Viterbo, at the historic residence “Domus La Quercia.”
The International Forum, which for the first times takes place in the city of Viterbo, will dedicate particular attention to the African, Asian, and South American areas.  The event, in light of the grave economic crisis at hand, will be an important occasion for stimulating a more in-depth debate on the models of global development adopted heretofore and their problems from an economic, environmental, and social point of view.
At the Forum important people from the spheres of science, economy, and communication will make presentations, illustrating their research as it relates to the theme.  The presenters will discuss, in front of the more than 100 journalists present, topics such as the relationship between development and environment and how to reach a better quality of life without damaging the environment.

The Forum will open on Tuesday 25 November with the presentations of: Gian Paolo Marchetti, President of Greenaccord, Lorenzo Chiarinelli, Bishop of Viterbo, Stefania Prestigiacomo, Ministry of the Environment and Protection of the Territory and Seas, Alessandro Mazzoli, president of the Province of Viterbo and Marcello Meroi, Vice-Mayor of the City of Viterbo.

The morning session will have the presentations of Sergio Marelli, General Director of FOCSIV, and of Walden Bello, Alternative Nobel Award in 2003 and Executive Director of “Focus on the Global South” of Bangkok, who will discuss “The Limits of The Resources For Feeding Growth.”
The afternoon session will see presentations by Diadiè Dagnoko, former Minister of Culture of Mali and Coordinator of the World Social Forum, Marcel Claude, economist and professor at the University of Cile, Antonio Bertolotto, President of the MARCOPOLO Environmental Group, and Alessio Ciacci, Secretary of the Environment of the City of Capannori.

Wednesday 26 will focus on the challenges for the future of the global south and, in particular, on proposals and solutions. 

Among others we would like to underline the presentations of Sergio Castellari, with the talk entitled “Climactic Changes and Poverty,” of Francesco M. Butera, professor of Technical Environmental Physics at the Polyclinic of Milan, of Joseph Tainter, one of the principal global experts on the theme of sustainability, with his talk “How To Overcome The Model Which Condemns The Global South,” Wolfgang Sachs, researcher at the Wuppertal Institut for Climate, the Environment, and Energy and the head of the project “Globalization and Sustainability,” and of Franco Pasquali, General Secretary of Coldiretti, who will illustrate the controversial relationship between bio-energy and alimentation. 
Thursday and Friday, on the other hand, will be directed towards an examination of environmental communication and how to diffuse environmental information that is attentive but also involving and with concrete intentions. 

Numerous important people from the world of communications, but also a number of journalists who, in representing several continents, will present Network Greenaccord projects, aimed at promoting environmental information which is qualified and up-to-date.
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
